Requirements
The requirements for the TransRepScript application to run are:
1. Run on a machine that has SQL Server 2008 R2 installed
2. Login running TransRepScripter has to be Administrator on the Publishers and Subscribers
Installation
1. Download TransRepScripter application at https://sites.google.com/site/etilities/application 
2. Unzip the down loaded file.
3. Run the .msi installer file.
Usage
1. The default install directory is C:\Program Files\Etilities\TransRepScripter\ or C:\Program Files (x86)\Etilities\TransRepScripter on x64 Windows.
2. Edit Configuration file TransRepScripter.exe.config add all Publishers and Subscribers.

3. The Config file has 4 environment keys by default.  You can add more Environments and Instances by adding to the comma delimited strings values.
4. By default the output directory is in the C:\Program Files\Etilities\TransRepScripter\Backups\ directory.  You can override this by entering a path in the Destination and Log keys in the Config file.

5. Double Click the TransRepScripter.exe to run manually or use task manager to schedule.
6. Generated scripts have the following naming convention :
SERVER_INSTANCE_PUBLICATION_SCRIPTTYPE
The name of the file tells you what server to execute the script on.
Example : SERVOLTPSQL01_CRM_CRM2RPT_Publication.sql
[bookmark: _GoBack]The above script should be executed on SERVOLTPSQL01\CRM and will create the CRM2RPT publication.
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
